Dear valued customer, 
 
As part of Samskip’s commitment to transparency and sustainability, we would like to inform you of upcoming changes to our 
surcharge structure due to evolving environmental regulations. 
 
Starting January 1, 2025, the new FuelEU Maritime regulation will be implemented alongside the ongoing EU Emissions 
Trading System (EU ETS). These European Commission initiatives are designed to reduce greenhouse gas emissions and 
promote the use of sustainable fuels by the maritime industry. Samskip must also adjust to these additional compliance-based 
costs. 
 
To simplify invoicing, we will integrate the FuelEU Maritime charges into our existing EU ETS surcharge model. This 
consolidated approach ensures a single view of compliance-related costs, which we believe will make it easier for you to 
manage. 
 
Effective Date: February 1, 2025  
 
The latest monthly average was EUR 67,78 an 5.02% decrease compared to the April level of EUR 71,36. You can track the

In case you are invoiced in a different currency than EUR, the surcharge will be converted based on the average rate of 
exchange over the above-mentioned period.
